FIRE DEPARTMENT EXEMPT FIREMEN’S ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE 1
SECTION ONE

The Association shall consist of active and inactive members of the Milltown Fire Department that have
met the prescribed requirements in these Bi-Laws. There will also be in place via an election of the
members of the Association four (4) administrative officers, President, Vice-President, Secretary and
Treasurer.

SECTION TWO

The Association shall, each year, elect from their active members a President, Vice-President, Treasurer,
Secretary and four (4) representatives to the Relief Association. The term of the President shall be
elected to serve a two (2) year term commencing January 1%. The term of Vice-President shall be
elected to serve a two (2) year term commencing January 1%. The Treasurer shall be elected to serve a
one (1) year term commencing January 1*. The Secretary shall be elected to serve a one (1) year term
commencing January 1¥. The Trustee shall be elected to serve a one (1) year term commencing January
1%, The four (4) representatives to the relief Association shall be elected to serve a one (1) year term
commencing January 1%. There shall be five (5) delegates to represent the Association at the yearly
State Exempt Convention. They shall be elected to a one (1) year term commencing January 1%. There
shall be five (5) substitute delegates elected to back up the delegates to the State Exempt Convention.
The candidates for the above offices shall be nominated at the regular meeting held in July and elected
by ballot at the October meeting.
